1 Creating an account  

 Fig 1 

1.1 First click the ‘sign up’ link in the top right corner (see Fig 1 above) 

Enter a user name – you can use your own name or choose another name. (See Fig 2 below)

Note -  If your name is very common, you may have to choose a different name or add a number to your name. 

 

Enter your email address twice and choose a password and enter it twice. 

 

Tip ï If you do not want to use your normal email address, create a new Gmail, Hotmail or Yahoo mail address and use 

it only for signing up to websites. You are allowed to create many different email accounts with these companies

1.2 Enter the anti-spam words and letters. (In this case, WAL5843. Make sure you check the box to agree to  the 

terms and conditions. Then click ‘create account’ 

 

 

 



1.3  Check your email. You should receive an automatic email from studypage.net within 

a few minutes. (See Fig 4 below)
